DRIVING SCHOOL NOTES

PREPARATION:
Preparation will make a great difference in how smooth your weekend will go.  The more effort you put into your homework, the easier and more enjoyable your weekend will be.

At least one to two weeks before the event you should have your car inspected by a professional who will go through the Technical Inspection Form provided with your confirmation email.  This extra time allows you to order parts or make repairs prior to coming to the track.  PBOC Motorsports Club does not perform technical inspections at the track.

About this time you should start to assemble a “track box”.  A 12 gallon tote box with a lid which catches liquids that may escape is recommended.  The size is large enough to hold all the loose items that you need to remove from the car on track day morning.  Some items you might plan to bring with you are:

… Spare Brake Pads

… Brake Fluid

… Quart of Oil

… Towels
… Tools to perform minor repairs

… Your Helmet 

Other items your might choose to bring are:

… Folding Chair

… Cooler

… Food or Snacks

It is advisable to start a Driving School notebook to keep a log of your experience.

Start the Notebook with a track map and blank pages for notes.  Take this to class and then jot down information after each session on the track.  Write down braking points, turn-in points, apexes and track out.  As time goes on, you can write down changes to the car as you adjust tire pressures or other changes that affect the handling of the car.

The night before your track time, you should check air pressure and fill up the gas tank.
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REGISTRATION:
Registration will be open the night before in the track or other designated venue.  Registration will be open the following morning as well.  Always bring your Helmet and Technical Inspection Form completed and signed by a mechanic with you to registration.  When you leave registration you will have the Final Schedule, Track Map, Car Numbers and a colored wristband and some general rules for the weekend.  Your instructor assignment will appear on the front of your envelope.
TRACK MORNING
The first morning is pretty hectic so get to the track in time to register, if you did not do so the night before.  There is always a general meeting first thing and you MUST attend this meeting.  The officials will explain any safety issues with the track at that time.  As a Student, you will be introduced to your Instructor.  You can then plan how to locate each other for your on track sessions that day.

Pick out a spot in the paddock or locate your reserved garage and unload your car. You need to take all loose items out of the car including cell phones, garage door openers, remotes, hats, floor mats, clothing, loose change, etc. Also empty the glove box.  Also remove everthing loose in the trunk.  The spare tire and a secured jack are ok.  Generally, if it is not bolted down, remove it.

Take the pre-assigned car numbers out of the envelope and put them on the Back Side Windows of each side of the car.  If there is no window, put them on the doors or rear quarter panel.  Our corner workers relay all information about you and your car to Control via radios using these numbers.

Be sure to get to your classroom session on time.

You are now ready to pick up your instructor, put on your helmet and go to the grid to go on track for your session.
